El Quijote

El Quijote’s return has been four years in the making, ever since the Hotel Chelsea shut
down the storied spor for renovations in 2018. The Spanish restaurant has been polished
and revamped by the hip team behind Sunday in Brooklyn and partner Charles Seich.
Seafood is the highlight here, from head-on prawns cooked a la plancha and doused in
garlic and olive oil, to the restaurant’s impressive paella, studded with squid, cockles,
